1.  Each character will read the information from their “packet” out loud to the group.

2.  Julius Caesar will use the information from Mark Antony’s section, changing “he” to “I.”  

3.  Pompey:

· You are called Pompeius Magnus (Pompey the Great), because of your many accomplishments as a military leader.  You fought rebels in Africa, helped to conquer Hispania (Spain), and gained new territory in the Middle East.  You were given the task of eliminating pirates from the Mediterranean, which you accomplished in a single summer.

· You were the youngest Roman ever to be chosen as consul –the Senate made an exception to the rules because of your accomplishments.  You served as consul for many years.

· When you first met Julius Caesar, he reminded you of yourself as a young man:  talented and ambitious.  

· You married Julius Caesar’s daughter, but she later died in childbirth.

· You served as a triumvirate (3 consuls rather than two) with Crassus and Julius Caesar.

· You saw that the more power Julius Caesar was given, the more he wanted.  That’s why you and the Senate told Caesar not to enter Rome with his army – you knew he wouldn’t stop until he had complete power – and history proved you right.

· You think Caesar couldn’t bear the thought of working as a team with you and the senate, or perhaps losing his power back in Rome.

· You blame Caesar for your death at the hands of Ptolemy XIII, King of Egypt.  

4.  Even though we don’t have enough people to act out all of the parts, ANY INFORMATION FROM THE ENTIRE PACKET CAN BE USED TO MAKE YOUR CASE.  For instance, even if we don’t have a Sabinus Maximus, another defense witness might share information about how Caesar strengthened Rome’s economy.  It is up to the lawyers to discuss with their witnesses how to bring up this additional information.

5.  Homework assignments, due Tuesday, in your LOGS:

Lawyer #1 :  You will write the opening statement, an explanation of the main points of your case and the summary of the testimony of each witness.  Here’s a commonly used format:  “Ladies and gentlemen of the jury, in this courtroom, you will hear how Caesar _____________________.  Sabinus Maximus will testify that Caesar _____________________.  Mark Antony will testify that Caesar ___________________________.  ….You will clearly see that Caesar was Rome’s savior, not her destroyer.”  You will also write 3-5 questions for each of the witnesses on your team.  Their response to each question should strengthen your case and weaken the case of your opponents.

Laywer #2:  You will make the closing statement, a restatement of the ideas from the opening statement.  You will also write 3-5 questions for each of the witnesses of the opposite team.  Their response to each question should strengthen your case and weaken the case of your opponents.

Witnesses:  Re-read the information from your packets.  Write a paragraph in the first person “I am Honorius Craxus….” describing who you are in your own words.  Include as much information as you can from the packet.  You may also add your own creative ideas, as long as they go along with the packet.

6.  On Tuesday, Lawyers will meet with their teams.  All witnesses will listen as lawyers share the questions they have prepared for each witness.  Witnesses can give feedback or share ideas with lawyers, but lawyers will have the final say on which questions will be asked.

7.  Witnesses will write down the questions they will be asked in their logs.  Witnesses will be given time to answer those questions in writing, in their logs.  In the meantime, the lawyers will have a meeting to discuss cross-examination questions.  The rest of the day will be spent practicing questioning.  Witnesses can team up to ask each other questions.

8.  On Wednesday, the trial begins.

I will call the trial to order.

Opening statements will be heard, first from the prosecution, then the defense.

The prosecution will call and question its first witness.

The defense may cross-examine that witness.

The remaining prosecution witnesses will be questioned and cross-examined.

The defense witnesses will be questioned and cross-examined.

Closing statements will be heard, first from the prosecution, then the defense.

I will give jury instructions to all participants.
