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When you think of Medieval times, you probably think of knights in shining armor, not samurai!   However, both existed during the Medieval period, albeit on opposite sides of the globe. 

Medieval times are long gone, but for the first time in history, knights, lords and squires will meet and compete with daimyos and samurai!  

· Each student will be assigned a role as an inhabitant of Medieval Europe or Japan.

· Each student will write a 1-2 pg. “mini-research paper” on one aspect of Medieval European or Japanese culture.

· Each student will work on a project (making food or crafts, a poster, a poem, a choreographed dance or performance, etc.) to help their “team” triumph at the tournament.  Your project will be related to the topic of your paper.
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· Each character must prepare a formal introduction.

· Each side will present an original prayer that reveals aspects of their religious beliefs.

· Each side will present a poem or a song in a traditional style.

· Each side will present a piece of visual art in a traditional style.

· Each side will prepare a poster that illustrates the moral code of the warrior class (bushido and chivalry).

· Knights and samurai will do a demonstration of their mental and physical training and their skill as warriors.

· Everyone will compete in various physical and mental challenges!

· Each side will offer traditional refreshments!
