	The Egyptian queen who married both Julius Caesar and Marc Antony.
	Warriors from this region destroyed Rome in 390 B.C.E.; it was conquered by Julius Caesar and his army more than 300 years later.
	Antony and Cleopatra did this after they were cornered by Augustus’ army in Egypt.

	The brilliant Carthaginian general who led his men over the Alps to attack Rome in the Second Punic War.
	The north African city than fought three bloody wars with Rome in the second period of expansion.
	The gladiator slave who led a rebellion against the Romans and was brutally crucified.

	The first real emperor of Rome, given the title “Augustus” by the Senate.
	The river crossed by Julius Caesar when he marched his army into Rome, intent on taking power.
	This Roman hero was declared “dictator” in 458 B.C.E., and after saving the city from an invading tribe, he gave up power and returned to his farm.
